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Introduction

During 2000/2001, CONSER and its affiliate programs continued to grow and flourish. Two new
members were added and libraries continued to participate in the Publication Petterns Initiative and the
Serids Cooperdtive Cataloging Training Program. The CONSER Operations Committee held its
annua meeting May 2-4, 2001 at the Library of Congressin athree day format. The first day was
devoted to new member and representative orientation, the second was ajoint sesson with BIBCO
and the last devoted to CONSER issues. CONSER At Large mesetings were held at both mid-winter
and annua ALA. Jean Hirons continued as CONSER Coordinator. During the year Carroll Daviswas
detailed to the CONSER Specidist position at the Library of Congress, Les Hawkins was appointed to
that pogition in March.

CONSER membership grew to 41 members with the addition of one indtitution at the full level and one
to the associate level. The CONSER database grew to 932,713 records with the addition of over
25,000 authenticated records.

Other highlights of the year include the beginning of CONSER efforts to document practices based on
the new rule revisons of AACR2 Chapter 12. CONSER was the source of MARBI proposas related
to coding of integrating resources that were approved at ALA in June. A new course, the Serid
Holdings Workshop was added to the Serids Catal oging Cooperative Training Program (SCCTP)
aong with itstraining manuals. Libraries added over athousand publication patterns to CONSER
records as part of the Publication Peatterns Initiative and aload of data from Harvard added pattern data
to 40,000 CONSER records. The CONSER Guidelines for Input of Caption/pattern and Holdings
Data were developed by Frieda Rosenberg (Universty of North Caroling) to aid participantsin the



project. The CONSER At-Large meeting in January festured a*“visoning” exercise to brainstorm ideas
for the future functionality of CONSER records and the CONSER program as awhole. The results of
the exercise have been summarized (available from
http://mww.loc.gov/acg/conser/at-|g0101-vison.html) and include a“wish list” of enhanced database
capabilitiesfor OCLC' s future reationd database. Organizationd strengths, weaknesses and future
chalenges for CONSER are dso outlined and provide useful input for strategic and operationd planning.

CONSER membership

Membership in CONSER now stands & the following: Full members (24), Associate members (6 plus
USNP), Affiliate members (4), and CONSER Enhance members (5). The Univergity of Chicago joined
asafull member and New Y ork Univerdty as an associate member. E. Renette Davis represents the
University of Chicago on the CONSER Operations Committee, Everett Allgood isthe representative
from New Y ork University. Hoda Fateen (LC) is providing CONSER training for the University of
Chicago, Les Hawkins (LC) isworking with New Y ork University. Hong Kong University of Science
and Technology, represented by Ada Shuk-man Cheung, became an independent CONSER member
this summer.

Membership was amgjor topic for discussion during the CONSER At-Large meeting in June.
Participants from non-CONSER ingtitutions talked about reasons for wanting to become a CONSER
member and barriersto fulfilling this. Some of the reasons for becoming a member included wanting to
contribute to the database and other agpects of the program. Barriers included staffing, training
concerns, and quantity requirements. The ensuing discussion touched on the various types of CONSER
enhance activities that have developed through the years which have been quite useful. These include the
adding of publication patterns, MESH headings, and URL maintenance. Other issuesincluded the need
for congstent indtitutiona support for successftul CONSER membership and the idea of using afunnd
approach to expand CONSER participation.

AACR2, MARBI, and Integrating Resources

The Joint Steering Committee for Revison of AACR (JSC) gave basic gpprova to the revised chepter
12 of AACR2 a their April meeting with fina gpprova scheduled for October. Publication is expected
in 2002. Chapter 12 " Continuing Resources' will provide rules for both successvely issued serids
(including series) and integrating resources. CONSER members participated on the Task Group on
Implementation of Integrating Resources whose Interim report is available from
http://lcweb.loc.gov/catdir/pec/tgintegrpt.html. The Group’ s recommendations focus on the needs for
training, documentation, maintenance of records, and the distribution of records. At the joint
BIBCO/CONSER meeting, members of both BIBCO and CONSER volunteered to begin work on a
guide (to be part of the CCM and available separately) to cata oging integrating resources using the new
rules.

In duly, Jean Hirons began working with agroup of LC gaff to revise the CONSER Catdoging Manua
and other documentation to incorporate changes from the revised chapter 12.



CONSER was one of the sources of two gpproved MARBI Proposals that relate to the implementation
of the revised AACR2. MARBI Proposal no.: 2001-05, Changes in MARC 21 to Accommodate
Seridity, contain four separate changesto MARC 21
(http://lcweb.loc.gov/marc/marbi/2001/2001-05.html). These include

Leader/O7 Bibliographic level code"i" for integrating resource which will identify integrating resources.
Other changes involve the serid 008 which will be renamed the “ Sexidity” 008.

MARBI Proposa no.: 2001-04 (http://Icweb.loc.gov/marc/marbi/2001/2001-04.html) proposed to
make field 260 repeatable for resources that change over time so that both earliest, current, and, if
desired, intervening publishing information could be included in the record. Resources that change over
time include multipart monographs, serids, and the newly-defined AACR category of integrating
resources. This proposa was aso approved with amendments.

Electronic Resources

In October of 2000 the CONSER “E-serial Specidists’ revised the CONSER Catdoging Manua
Module 31 “Remote Access Computer File Serids.” As part of this effort, guidelines for treating serid
titles that are covered in more than one journa aggregator package were documented. The guiddines
suggest using the single record gpproach to give access to the online title through the record for the print
verson. If arecord for the online verson is desired, the guidelines suggest creeting separate records for
each online version offered by various aggregators. Also included in the update to Module 31 isan
outline of specific fields added in creating separate records for atitle covered by multiple aggregators.
These guiddines are intended to be interim, until aclearer gpproach to handling multiple versons of a
serid can be devised.

CONSER members participated on the PCC Task Force on Multiple Manifestations of Electronic
Resources. The group issued its Find report (http://Aww.loc.gov/catdir/pecitgmulerfina.html) in April
2001. The report describes various types of electronic versions and reproductions and methods for
handling them. Approaches identified by the report include the single record approach and separate
record agpproaches outlined in Module 31. It also includes the recommendation to work with vendors
and aggregators of seridsto provide bibliographic records contained in the vendor's products. A
discussion of the group's report at the BIBCO/CONSER meeting led to the suggestion that the PCC
provide a clearinghouse of aggregator record sets available from vendors and other sources. Kate
Harcourt (Columbia) and Rebecca Culbertson (USC San Diego) volunteered to create the Web Ste.

Another discusson at the annua CONSER mesting led to the formation of a group of CONSER
libraries who will collaborate in setting up a PURL server for URL checking. The PURL Filot Proposal
(http://lcweb.loc.gov/acg/conser/010425. purl server.htm) developed by Vaerie Bross (University of
Cdifornia, Los Angdes) and Becky Culbertson (University of Cdifornia, San Diego) will test the
concept of cooperative maintenance of URL s through an OCL C-hosted cooperative PURL server. The
pilot would be conducted with the intention that, if successful, a recommendation would be passed to
PCC regarding possible use of a PURL server for records maintained by BIBCO/CONSER ingtitutions.




Publication Pattern Initiative

The CONSER Publication Pattern Initiative achieved many of itsfird year gods, including adding and
modifying 1000 patterns through the contribution of CONSER and non-CONSER participants. By the
end of the fiscd year, participants added atotal of 1947 new patterns to existing and original records,
added 109 subsequent patterns to CONSER authenticated records, and modified 591 existing patterns.
A key goa since the inception of the project was reached in February 27, 2001 when OCL C loaded
publication pattern and related holdings data from Harvard to 39,491 CONSER records. Rich Greene
from OCL C was indrumentd in facilitating the load.

Some of the other mgjor milestones achieved this year include the development of the Guidelines for
Input of Captions/Patterns and Holdings Data

(http://128.253.121.110/CONSERHOL D/guidelinesTOC.html) by Frieda Rosenberg (University of
North Carolina, Chapd Hill) with the help of Ellen Rappaport (Albany Law School), Ruth Haas
(Harvard), and Diane Hillmann (Cornell).

Linda Miller (LC) led a subgroup whose task is to focus on the MARC format, its use by system
vendors, and needed improvements. To that end, the group completed an initid survey of vendors
(http:/Amww.loc.gov/acg/conser/vendorsurvey.html) to determine compliance with the MFHD.
CONSER participants aso contributed to an ALA preconference on the MARC holdings format
organized by Miller. A discussion of the CONSER publication patterns effort was a fegture of the
one-day session. One of the mgor challenges in adding publication patterns to records is the current
workflow in many libraries. James Cadtrataro (Indiana University) leads a Workflow Task Group
formed during the fiscal year which will explored potentiad changes and develop “best practices’ for
various szelibraries.

Miller and her subgroup aso produced a number of MARC discussion papers that propose changes to
the MARC 21 Holdings format identified by participantsin the Pettern Initiative. Most will be brought
back as proposasin 2002. They are 2001-DP07 through 2001-DP11, available from the MARC
Discussion Papers (http://lcweb.loc.gov/marc/marbi/ligt-dp.html) page.

The Task Force isthe guiding force for the Publication Patterns Initiative, setting goad's and monitoring
achievements. In June, the task force revised its strategic plan

(http:/Aww.l oc.gov/acg/conser/patthol d-plan.html) to update accomplishments and set new goals for
the remainder of the project. To help set individud ingtitutional goal's each participant was asked to set
their own goals for the number of patterns to be added within the next Sx months. They were aso asked
to identify the types of materids to which patterns are added. The am of this approach isto draw on the
grengths of individud libraries to provide the most useful patterns possible. The Task Force identified
severd critical success factors to messure the effectiveness of the remainder of the initiative's efforts.

Serids Cata oging Cooperative Training Program

During the year 42 workshops sponsored by the Serids Cataoging Cooperative Training Program were
given throughout North America. Course materials for the Basic Serias Workshop have been trandated
into French for Canadian workshops, Spanish for courses given in Mexico, and Chinese for aworkshop
given late lagt year in Taiwan. Thirteen of the workshops given during the current fiscd year were the
newest SCCTP course, the Serids Holdings Workshop. This workshop, developed by Frieda
Rosenberg and Thom Saudargas, was made available in early 2001. Twenty-nine trainers were
introduced to it a atrain-the-trainer sesson given a LC in January 2001. Based on the MARC 21
Format for Holdings Data and ANSI/NISO Z39.71-1999, the workshop provides the basic
principles of creating holdings records and publication patterns, aong with information on why holdings
are important and a brief background of key standards. The course is made available through CDSin
electronic form. The workbooks are in PDF format and the dide presentations in PowerPoint.
Workshop sponsors are responsible for down loading and replicating the workbook text and cover art
for the ingructor and trainee manuas.

The dectronic distribution mode of the Holdings workshop will be the method of digtribution for two
new courses. Development of the Advanced Serids Catal oging Workshop and the Electronic Serids
Cataoging Workshop began during the fiscal year. The Advanced Serids Cataloging Workshop is being
developed by Krigtin Lindlan (University of Washington) and Meg Mering (University of Nebraska).
The Electronic Serids Cataoging Workshop is being developed by Steve Shadle (Universty of
Washington) and Les Hawkins (LC). The courses are timed to be available with the publication of the
revised AACR2 in mid 2002.

CONSER documentation and publications

One update to the CONSER Editing Guide was published. Update 13 (spring 2001) included revisons
of ingructions for inputting LC control numbers, to support use of the new MARC 21 LCCN format
implemented in January 2001. Guiddines were added for creating records with vernacular Chinese
script, to reflect implementation of pinyin romanization. One update to the CONSER Cataoging
Manua, Update 11 (fall 2000) was published. Significant additions included documentation of
CONSER's decision not to use May 2000 revisons of LCRI 1.11A for ectronic serids. An interim
policy for multiple distributors of eectronic text was documented. Guidance on selecting which and how
many URIsto record in 856 fields was included, as was information on generd maintenance of 856
fidds.

Member reports



Center for Research Libraries

This has been a chdlenging year the Cataoging Department at the Center for Research Libraries (CRL).
In November 2000 Adriana Pilecky-Dekgjlo, long-time CRL CONSER Operations Committee
representative and Cataloging Department head since 1999, departed the Center for a new position at
Endeavor. Sheisgreatly missed! As befitting someone of her energy and excellence, Adrianas CONSER
and BIBCO duties had to be divided up among severd department members. Cheryl Wegner continued
and concluded the CONSER training for Cleveland Public Library; Steve Early was gppointed Operations
Committee representative and compiler of reports and statistics, and Serafima Dukhan took on the parallel
dutiesfor BIBCO.

Despiteitssmaller saff, the Cataloging Dept. contributed 563 origina records by August 2001 of thefisca
year. It dso added 277 new name and 72 new series authority recordsin the nationa authority file through
its NACO authorization. Serafima Dukhan provided origind cataoging for 19th and early 20th Century
Russian periodicals. Cheryl Wegner tackled post-World War 11 European newspapers before leaving for
maternity leave in June.

Steve Early worked on periodica sinthe Center'svarious" areastudies’ projects(covering Africa, Southeast
Asia, Latin America, and the Middle East) and began catdoging the digitized 19th Century Brazilian
ministeria reports housed on CRL's website. Xiagjing Lel cataloged Japanese serid's and monographs as
wdl as other CIK material. In the Center a large Ms. Beverly Lynch completed her term as Interim
Presdent in September and Mr. Bernard Rellly of the Chicago Historical Society began his. The Center has
begun a project to catalog its voluminous Foreign Doctora Dissertations collection, so the Cataloging
Department will continue to be very busy in the coming year.

Columbia

Since the pogtion of Digital Resources Catdoger (now cdled Metadata Librarian) is till vacant at
Columbia, the serids catdoger, Charlene Chou, has been heavily involved in gournd cataloging projects
and in meeting the deadlines for metadata mapping and record loading to our LibraryWeb. Two copy
catal ogers have been fully trained to do copy catadoging for gournds, and have used macros to expedite
the workflow. Charlene Chou wrote the local procedures for cataloging gournds, and they have been
posted at our unit's website

This year, welve dready finished projects for Science Direct,Wiley Interscience, Blackwell Synergy,
|EEEXplore, etc., and continue to add new titles for finished packages, such as Project Muse and
JSTOR. The serids catdoger has been involved in writing specifications for

loading vendor supplied cataoging, e.g. Proquest, into our ILS. Since more gourna projects are
coming, welve hired one more copy cataoger in Serids Catdoging Unit for cataloging dectronic
resources.



Due to the heavy workload of locd projects, Columbia has had a dower start with CONSER training,
but has been working on it more actively now that gourna projects are under better control. Charlene
Chou dso serves on the PCC Task Force of Integrating

Resources.

Cornél Univerdty Library

Cornell Univerdty Library continues its recovery from the implementation of anew LMS. Our Voyager
system came up in June 2000, but there are still many obstacles to resuming “business as usud.”

Thisentirefiscd year we were unable to load the nationd authority file into our loca system. This meant
that we were obliged to check al authority work in RLIN or OCLC, and only had access to those
records by searching there. This was a time-consuming activity. Only with the latest patch were we able
to load the nationa authority file.

In working with our serials collection, we have now created well over 20,000 check-in records and
numerous new check-in patterns.

Our greatest contribution to the CONSER database continues to be in vernacular languages of
Southeast Asia.

We are beginning work on the Latin American Anarchist and Labour Periodicas, which we are
cataoging in cooperation with the University of Texas a Audtin, Harvard University and the Univerdty
of Michigan.

We continue to delay the implementation of coded MARC holdings, but hope to do alimited
experimenta project this year to see how much time this would add to our processing.

Harvard University

At Harvard, this past fdl the decision was made to migrate from our HOLLISILS, in place snce 1985,
to ExLibris Aleph 500 LMS. Teams comprised of library staff from across the University are assessing
implementation needs, with such respongbilities as reviewing data converson issues, hdping to configure
the training library staff will receive, designing loca standard practice, recommending workflow for this
new environment, and becoming expertsin specific Aleph dients. These teams cover awide range of the
functions available in the new system including acquistions, cataoging/authorities, circulaion, financid
operations, indexing, OPAC design and review, reserves, serias, and desktop client configuration. In
addition, atechnica team has been formed with staff from Harvard' s Office for Information Systems.
The new system is scheduled to be in place by the end of June 2002.

At the same time, many Harvard library buildings are undergoing or have had recently completed
renovations. The CONSER Office, aunit of the University Library, has traditionaly been housed with
technical services operations in Widener Library. Asapart of amgor renovation project in Widener,



the decision was made to move HCL Technicd Services staff to a permanent off-campus facility. The
CONSER Office also moved to this new location.

Our CONSER gatigtics, lower than in previous years, reflect these challenges of our changing
environment. Our contribution to the CONSER database was atotd of 2850 records, congsting of
origina records as well as firg-time authentication and maintenance of existing records. We added or
completed maintenance work on 740 new or existing name authority records in the National Authority
File

Electronic resources play alarger role each year in our cataloging activities. We list approximately 3,200
electronic resources available both through HOLLIS' porta page and its library cataog, of which
gpproximately 2,900 are individua dectronic journa titles. Harvard uses the single record approach in
providing access to resources also held in print. If no record existsinthe HOLLISILS, a CONSER
bibliographic record for the eectronic resource is claimed or prepared for the database. A library
gponsoring aresource for incluson in HOL LIS assumes the responsibility for providing access and
continued maintenance. Resources lacking a specific sponsor have access provided by aHarvard
library on the basis of subject expertise. The CONSER Office coordinates the distribution of titles for
cataloging among various Harvard libraries and aso provides catal oging support as appropriate.

Over the past year we have aso focused on staff training and updating of cataloging skills. In the spring,
two experienced SCCTP trainers from Y ae, Dgin Sun and James Shetler, presented a two-day course
in Badc Serid Catdoging. Twenty-five library saff members benefited from their informative and well-
organized training sessions, that emphasized, through presentations and hands-on-exercises, the basics
of the serid record, cataloging eectronic resources, and emerging trends in serials work.

Five library gaff, two from Baker Business Library, two from HCL Technica Services, and one from
the Botany Libraries attended Judy Kuhagen's Series Authority Record training at the Library of
Congress in the spring and are now contributing series authority records to the National Authority File.

Harvard Law School Library reportsthat their East Asian cataoger has begun contributing Pinyin
Chinese serid records to CONSER. Their East European cataloger has cataloged quite afew gazettes
and court reports, and the Idamic Law cataoger has begun catal oging microfilmed gazettes and has
catal oged some unique sets of Middle Eastern legd materids. The Law School’ s “ Basement
Project”—inputting records for subgtantia quantities of older materias in sorage—has not involved
much in theway of CONSER catdoging, as most cataloging is being input directly in the HOLLISILS,
or downloaded from RLIN. Otherwise, Law School catalogers have continued their work in creating
new authenticated records, maintaining existing CONSER records, and authenticating non-CONSER
records.

Ladt year, we reported afile of Harvard' s pattern data from paired 853/863 fields in our holding records
had been sent to OCL.C for loading into CONSER hibliographic records as “seed” datafor CONSER’s
Publication Pettern Initiative. Thisfile was loaded in February 2001. Patterns and identifying holding
information were added to approximately 40,000 bibliographic records. OCL C defined use of the 891



field for this project, and the 853/863 pairs were encoded in a subfield 9 of thisloca fied. Eachis
marked as provisona and is reviewed by Pattern Project participants as a part of their routine
cataoging activity. Complete information about the load and examples of the data can be found on the
CONSER homepage at: http://mww.loc.gov/acgy/conser/harvioad.html.

Indiana University Libraries

There were three Sgnificant events for Indiana University Libraries during fisca year 2000/2001. The
first was the implementation of the Sirg/Unicorn automated library system in Jan. 2001.The second was
the completion of retrospective converson during the summer. By devoting haf time to the project, al
catalogers, regardiess of former areas of expertise, worked together to catalog the 55,000 titles that
remained in our classed-together series. The third was the groundbreaking for our Auxiliary Library
Fadility, an expandable sorage facility whose firgt unit will house more than amillion volumes and
provide space for a preservation unit.

Asfor the Serids Catadoging Unit, in addition to completing retrospective conversion for al but 500 of
more than 105,000 serids for our main and branch libraries, we aso completed the retrospective
converson of more than 3,000 serids at the Lilly, our rare books library. Aswith any library system
implementation, there were numerous pre-load and post-load cleanup projects, some of which are ill
continuing. We aso received a CIC preservation grant for microfilming Latin American periodicas. The
serid titles have been selected, and we are now in the process of cata oging them prospectively in
OCLC to dert the library community of our intention to microfilm them. The Serids Catdoging Unit
continues to place a high-priority on the cataloging of dectronic journds, especialy those provided
through aggregator services. Through the ample use of "cloned” records, we are creating separate
records for al eectronic resources we subscribe to or receive gratis. We are also investigating the use of
SeridsSolutions and SFX to help us with patron access to these el ectronic resources. Lagtly, we
extended our commitment to the CONSER Publications Pattern Initiative by increasng our monthly
target to 50 patterns a month.

Library of Congress
Serids Catdoging Sections

During the fiscal year, ILS implementation activities continued. These included, anong other projects,
continued resolution of duplicate bibliographic records generated by the loading of four separate legacy
filesinto the ILS, and problem resolution in support of the serids converson project and the two
Acquisitions units' decentrdized serid check-in pilots.

Although the cataloging sections continued to be effected by the ILS implementation in FY 2001,
production and output levels rose by nearly 50% above their FY2000 levels. The numbers are
epecidly impressivein light of adrop in total regular hours spent on cataloging and of thelittle
cataloging that was done during September 2001, when al saff diverted their attention to asssting with
processing the serids backlog within the divison. The number of hours devoted to specid assgnment
rose by nearly 50% — indicating the continuing support and importance of activities undertaken by staff



to migrate the Library’ sfilesinto afully integrated automated system. Staff spent much time merging
duplicate records and cleaning up other load problems.

Asaresult of the addition of the GS-9 ladder to the cata oging technician positions, cataloging
technicians were able to be trained in copy cataloging and three technicians were promoted into this new
grade. Their contributionsin copy cataoging have aso greetly benefited the sections' ahilitiesto
minimize backlogs

Production

Productivity jumped to 0.22 titles’/hour in FY' 2001 compared to 0.13 in FY'2000. The total number of
items completed in FY 2001 rose to 7,873, as compared with the FY 2000 figure of 5,393, and
represented an increase of 45.99%. As dtaff master the new ILS system and time is no longer diverted
to other activities, it is expected that these figures will continue to rise until they are comparable with pre-
ILSfigures. Of specid note are an increase of nearly 217% in subject cataloging and 59% in full
cataoging as the Divison makes headway towardsits god of independence in processing the mgority of
its subject catdoging.

Overseas Operations

In FY 2001, two catal ogers were sent to the Cairo and Rio de Janeiro Overseas Offices to provide
enhanced training in full cataoging and its associated activities. The Library is dready benefiting from the
resources put into the training. The Cairo Office is submitting tapes of much improved cataoging
records which are being loaded into OCL C save files and subsequently imported into OCLC upon
cataloger review. Prior to training, the LC cataloger hand-keyed these records into OCLC. TheRio
Officeis now entering directly into OCLC much improved cataloging and authority records. Prior to
training, there was no method for the offices to take advantage of existing OCL C records for materids
they acquired for the Library. They often created duplicate records in another file which then needed to
be deleted by the catdoger a LC. . With Ddhi, Nairobi, and Jakarta, this brings the number of offices
directly working in OCLC to four.

Library of Congress
Nationd Serials Data Program

In the past year, NSDP has continued its function asthe U.S. ISSN center but also assumed the added
respongbility of being “ Serids Catdoging Section 1V,” respongble for cataloging U.S. non-government
imprints. Because of the departure of two key cata ogers-Les Hawkins and Ursula Darrah--during the
year, NSDP srole in cataloging titles for the LC collection was suspended temporarily. 1n July 2001,
NSDP was able to hire 4 new catalogers-Dennis Dearnbarger, Hong Ta, Esther Simpson and Kevin
Gardner--the first new gtaff hired for NSDP in many years. The catdogers are now in training and plans



are underway to resume NSDP s processing of titles for the LC collection but in a new workflow which
will alow titles sent by publishers to NSDP to be sdected and cataloged for the LC collection at the
same time as they are assigned 1SSN.

A planning group has been established to develop this new NSDP workflow. Under this workflow, all
titles sent to NSDP by publishers will undergo searching and sdlection before any further processing.
After asdection decison is made, NSDP will respond to the ISSN request and completethe LC
processing within the section. Meetings have been held with Serid Division, Copyright Acquisitions, and
the Serids Sdection Officer. This new workflow is expected to provide significant processing
efficiencies by reducing duplicate efforts currently occurring in Cataoging and P& R under the current
workflow.

STAFF
At the close of FY 2001, NSDP had atotal of 14 staff:

10 catalogers (5 or 6 for most of the FY)
2 publisher liaison assgants

1 technician (temporary)

1 section head

ISSN PRODUCTION (Oct. 1, 2000-Sept. 28, 2001)
Total 1SSN assigned: 5297

ISSN production was somewhat higher than last year’ s totd of 4945—-a greeat tribute to the hard work of
NSDP staff who made up for the lack of two key staff members--but lower than the 6,000+ ISSN a
year which NSDP was often able to assign prior to recent staff shortages.

Electronic Serials

NSDP assigned approximately 1018 ISSN to dectronic serias in the period covered by this report.
NSDP assigns a separate |SSN for each different physical format but does not assign a separate |SSN
for the eectronic journds made available by each aggregator. Various groups are sudying this
controversid issue. NSDP assigns a separate |SSN to online versions at the request of the primary
publisher and attempts to creste records which describe the journa in terms of the primary publisher, not
the aggregator.

During the past year, NSDP made efforts to update prepublication assgnments for electronic serias and
send those records to the ISSN International Centre (1C). NSDP aso worked on identifying those
electronic serids previoudy coded as textua and sent updated records for these titlesto the IC. Over
600 records for electronic serials were sent to the ISSN International Centre aresult of this project.



Because staff were not available to process the requests, NSDP had to suspend use of itsonline
interactive gpplication form which includes a program to convert publisher-supplied application data into
adraft ISSN record. NSDP received an average of 90 online gpplications a month during the year
2000 and an average of 124 online applications amonth in early 2001, atestament to the form’s
popularity with publishers. When the form is put back into service it will be with a better converson
program and provision of a better mechanism for searching unprocessed requests.

As an example of how new technology affects ISSN requests, NSDP has received requests for ISSN to
be assgned to versons of existing serids which are being developed for hand-held devices. For
example, Physcians Desk Referenceis available for the PAm PRilot, Handspring' s Visor, and the E-
book. NSDP has not yet made a determination about how many 1SSN to assgn. Thisisaquestion
which the ISSN Network will face increasingly in the future.

Cataloging Rule Harmonization

Regina Reynolds continued her work on dl three cataoging sandards. AACR2, ISBD(CR) and the
ISSN Manud Working Group. Reynolds participated in the “Meeting of Experts’ held at the Library of
Congressin November 2000, the ISSN Manua working group mesting in Zagreb in February 2001,
and the ISBD(CR) meeting in Boston in August 2001.

Reynolds also participated in the 26™ Meeting of Directors of ISSN Centers and ameeting of the ISSN
Manua Working Group in Bern Switzerland, during September, 2001. Most of the proposed
“harmonization” changesto the ISSN Manual were accepted by the directors. It was aso decided that
ISSN would be applied to updating loose-leafs but the decison whether to use latest entry for
integrating resources was postponed pending further study. Reynolds presented a solution to the latest
and successive entry conflict between ISSN and the other standards. She proposed that ISSN centers
create or update records for integrating resources in their national databases according to latest entry
practice but assigning anew 1SSN and key title (fidds 022 and 22) to go adong with the new title proper
for each title change. Each ISSN and key title assigned to an integrating resource would be represented
by a separate latest entry record in the ISSN international database which would list former ISSN and
key titlesin fidld 247. A find decison on thistopic will be madein 2002. Implementation of dl planned
changes will not take place until publication of the new I1SSN Manud which is anticipated for 2002.

Bowker Agreement

Implementation of the August 2000 agreement for Bowker to hire a cataoger to work in NSDP cresating
Ulrich’'sand ISSN records has been put on hold. Potentid catal ogers were interviewed but before a
cataloger could be hired, the Bowker Company was sold from Reed Elsevier to CSA (Cambridge
Scientific Abstracts). It ishoped that plans can be resumed in the coming year.

|SSN Promotion and Activities



Reynolds gave severd presentations during the year which showcased potentiad uses of the ISSN and
developmentsin the ISSN Network. Reynolds presented “ Partnerships to Mine Unexploited Sources of
Metadata’ at the Library of Congress s conference on Cataoging for the New Millennium. Reynolds
presented “1SSN: Dumb Number, Smart Solution” a an ALCTS preconference held in conjunction
with ILFA. She discussed seria problems which the ISSN can help to solve: access, check-in, bar-
coding, metadata, identification, linking multiple manifestations, and linking in the eectronic environmen.
The ISSN's use as a URN was demondtrated, aswell as 1SSN use by such linking programs and
projects as Jake, SFX, and TdNet.

M assachusetts I nstitute of Technology

Asin the past few years, the mgority of the activity of MIT's Serids Cataoging Section has involved
electronic serids. Almost 1500 dectronic journas and serids were cataloged this year, mosily using the
“single-record” approach, and URL s were added to hundreds more records according to our “comes
on” policy. The Section worked closdly with the Digita Acquigitions Unit to refine the e-seria workflow
for new titles and packages, and for reporting updates to the Libraries web-based database of
electronic journas and databases (http:/librariesmit.edu/vera).

The Section aso established procedures for regular maintenance of URLs and holdings changes and for
monitoring packages for new titles. To check the vaidity of the links in serids records, a link-checking
program is run once a month and the report sent to Serials Cataoging. Three members of the section
review the report on aternate months, making changes to recordsin OCLC and the loca system as
needed, and reports changes to Digital Acquisitions to update the records on the Libraries webste.

To monitor packages that have dready been cataloged for new titles, one member of the section usesa
free web service cdled Mind-it which tracks changes in the contents of registered web pageson a
weekly basis. As only those packages that have a straight list of titles on a page can be tracked in this
way, other section members were assigned severa packages each to “babysit”, i.e. to manudly review,
the packages on aregular basis for new titles, holdings changes, and dropped titles. Serials Catdoging
has undertaken these tasks because of a shortage of staff time elsewhere. A review of al workflow
involving dectronic resources will take place in the next fiscd year.

During thefirg haf of 2001, most of the Serids Catdoging staff members wereinvolved in the
implementation and testing of the new integrated library system, Ex Libris' Aleph 500, which went live
on July 9, 2001. Involvement included participation on the main Project Team, the Cataloging Functiona
Team, the Public OPAC Team, and on the Holdings and Indexing Strike Forces. Severa staff members
were aso trained astrainers for cataloging.

David Van Hoy, MIT’ s representative on the Operations Committee, was designated a member of
CONSER' s group of e-serials specidists. He continued as a member of the Serials Cataloging
Cooperative Training Program Steering Group and the PCC Standing Committee on Training's Task
Group on NACO Continuing Education. He aso chaired the PCC Standing Committee on Standards
Task Group on Conference Publications. Wayne Jones was a member of and served as interim chair



(Oct.-Dec. 2000) of PCC's Task Force on Multiple Manifestations of Electronic Resources. Eric
Celeste served as a member of the PCC Standing Committee on Automation’ s first Task Group on
Journasin Aggregator Databases.

After ably serving as Head of Serids Catdoging for 4 Y2 years, in Aug. 2001 Wayne Jones returned to
his native Canada to pursue a career in publishing. Jennifer L. Edwards was named Acting Head
effective Sept. 1, 2001.

National Agricultural Library
Annua report for the period October 2000 to September 2001

Organization and gaffing of serials cataoging and CONSER work at the National Agricultura Library
remained unchanged during CONSER year 2000/2001. Nevertheless, staff reductionsin other Branches
have resulted in serids Saff having to balance their serids catd oging work with other assgnments.

Electronic serias continued to be asignificant part of our contribution to the CONSER program. The mgjor
emphads's continues to be United States Department of Agriculture dectronic serid publications and the
serids on AgEcon Search, afull text library of agricultural and gpplied economicsscholarly literature. NAL
has decided to use the single record gpproach for catal oging serid sissued in print and remote online access.
The Cata oging Branch devel oped locd guiddinesfor singlerecord gpproach for seridsavailablein multiple
formats.

NAL isinvolved intwo projects, the preservation of agricultura information, and conversion of older serid
records in NAL's collection. While we will not contribute the records from these two projects to the
CONSER program, the serid records are available in our loca catalog and in AGRICOLA on the Web.

The U.S. Agriculturd Information Network (USAIN) in cooperation with the land grant university libraries
has received grants from the Nationa Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) to microfilm and catalog the
most sgnificant published materids on the history of state and locd agriculture and rurd life.  Materids
from Alabama, Hawaii, Pennsylvania, Texas and Wisconsin have been processed. NAL is modifying the
bibliographic records to reflect the existence of preservation microfilm masters for USAIN.

The Library has completed a retrospective conversion project for 9,137 pre-1970 USDA serids.

NAL participated in the pilot project for the Publication Pettern Project.  The Library contributed 146
publication patterns to the CONSER database. NAL continues to provide pattern data for new titles.

During the past year NAL began an assessment of integrated library systems from various vendors. NAL
plans to acquire a new eectronic library management system in late 2001. Pamela Q. Andre retired as
Director of the Nationdl Agricultura Library in June 2001.

National Library of Canada



Electronic Serials

In addition to the ongoing cataloguing of eectronic serids archived in the Nationd Library’s eectronic
collection available on its Website, since January 2000 the National Library of Canada has been
cataloguing dectronic serids issued by the Canadian federa government and made available through the
Canadian government distribution agency, the Depository Services Program (DSP). Between July 1,
2000 and June 30, 2001, 655 electronic serials were catalogued for CONSER.

Serials Training

The Nationd Library provided the venue for a“ Serids Cataloging Cooperative Training Program” which
took place in Ottawa, Canada in November, 2000. The workshop will be offered again in Ottawa/Hull
in November 2001.

AMICUS and Canadiana

The Nationa Library’s bibliographic database Access AMICUS on the Web is available free of charge
a the Library’ s Website http://www.nlc-bnc.calehomehtm. In addition, the 5 edition of Canadiana,
the nationd bibliography on CD ROM isnow available, bringing the bibliographic and authority data
up-to-date as of December 2000. Canadiana CD ROM dso includes the MARC 21 hibliographic
and authority formats in English and French. Purchasing details are available at the Website.

Canadian Subject Headings on the Web

The Nationa Library launched its new free Web product, Canadian Subject Headings on the Web, in
fdl 2000. ThisisaWeb verson of the Library’slist of subject headings on Canadian topics, designed to
complement Library of Congress Subject Headings. Canadian subject headings are viewable in either
MARC 21 authorities format or in a thesaurus display, with links to French-language equivaent headings
drawn from Lava University’s Répertoire de vedettes-matiere. Canadian Subject Headings on the
Web can be found at http://www.nlc-bnc.calcshweb/index-e.htm.

|SSN Canada

During the year July 2000 to June 2001, ISSN Canada provided 1157 pre-publication ISSNs to
requesting Canadian serid publishers, and registered 4452 seridsin the international 1SSN database in
FY 2000.

National Library of Medicine

NLM has adopted the single record approach for seridsissued in print and online format. All titles
indexed by NLM which had multiple records in the NLM Voyager database for the print and online
formats were merged into a single bibliographic record this spring. Other serid records are being
merged asthey are encountered. In support of this project and to accommodate the needs of our
Indexing Section, NLM has begun using multiple ISSNs in bibliographic records for seridsissued in
print and online formats. Localy defined subfields and qudifiers dlow usersto distinguish which ISSN
goes with each format. Only the ISSN which corresponds to the primary format (the one which was



cataloged first a NLM) is distributed on the record sent to CONSER, and dl locd subfidding is
suppressed before distribution.

All journaswith citable articles are now being classed in W1, with the exception of seridsin the field of
information science, which are classed in the gppropriate LC Z schedule. Prior to the implementation of
this palicy, journads outside the field of biomedicine were classed in an appropriate LC number. These
journas have been identified, re-classed, and re-shelved in W1.

Almost 7500 new regiond holdings serid titles were added to NLM's ILS thisyear. Thesetitles are not
owned by NLM, but are indexed for PubMed, in full or in part, by outside database producers. The
availability of CONSER records for many of these titteswas abig help to NLM and aided the
completion of this project in atimely manner.

NLM is pleased to announce that the beta verson of NLM's online classification schedule was made
avaladleto the public in late May 2001. Thisfree online tool includes direct links to the NLM MeSH
Browser. It may be accessed at: http:/mwwcf.nim.nih.gov/class

Hien Nguyen, with Jeanne Baker of the University of Maryland, led an SCCTP workshop at the Library
of Congress on May 15, 2001.

Diane Boehr succeeded Kevin McShane asthe NLM CONSER representative in June 2001.

New York Public Library

The Serid Cataloging Section at NY PL has undergone a name change. It isnow caled the Serid and
Electronic Resources Cataloging Section to reflect the fact that the Section has been cataloging
electronic resources since the Library added these new formats to its collections afew years back.

We were very pleased last year to be able to fill two postions, which were vacant for quite sometime, a
Librarian and a Technicd Assgtant. Another Technicd Assgtant position is dtill waiting to befilled. In
Spite of our new name, the mgority of our CONSER cataloging isin the print format. During this fisca
year (asof Aug. 2001) we created 424 origind CONSER serid titles, authenticated 129 existing
records, and performed maintenance on 466 CONSER and 167 non-CONSER titles.

We have begun a retrogpective conversion project involving around 130, 000 humanities, socia sciences
and performing arts serids. Roman aphabet shelflist cards are sent to OCL C as source records for
converson.and are returned to in-house staff for review and quaity control. The staff dso adds holdings
and item records to most of the converted records. The project began in November of 2000. OCLC is
expected to complete the project in two years while the in-house staff will have an additiond year to add
holdings and resolve problems sent back by OCLC.

An offgte storage facility is being built jointly by NYPL, Columbia, and Princeton. Two million items are



expected to be moved into this new facility within two years, beginning in January 2002. Sncewe aea
closed-stack non-circulating library, the collections had never been bar-coded. Beginning January of
2001, we have been bar-coding and creating item-level records to record the bar codes. Materias
designated for offsite have been cleaned and shelved in a specified location for the move. Items, which
are problematic, have been given to the Cataoging Division for resolution. Since the offate materid will
circulae, the library will begin to useitslocd system’s (Innovative Interfaces Inc) circulation module. As
the offgte materials are barcoded and item records set up, the next logica step isthe planning for
barcoding of the remaining of the exigting collections as well as newly acquired materids. Severd task
forces are working on these matters.

To make life even more interesting and chdlenging, the Library is dso condructing a sructure within a
courtyard in its Humanities and Socid Sciences Library in Midtown Manhattan where the Cataloging
Divison has been resding since 1911 when this landmark building was opened. Monograph Cataoging
Section and the Serid and Electronic Resources Cataloging Section are scheduled to move into this new
gructure early 2002. We have been busy reducing the number of items held within our current premise
S0 that less materials need to be moved to our new quarters.

New York State Library

The New Y ork State Library has been actively involved with improving eectronic accessfor patrons. The
digitizetionof New Y ork state government documents has been revitalized. Accessisnow availableto both
purchased and publicly available netLibrary e-books. Aninternet gateway has been implemented for direct
borrower accessto library subscription online databases. The library's web site has been redesigned and
expanded aswell. Other technologica improvements include the experimentation with direct conversion of
digita images to microform for archiva retention/preservation. Over 160,000 images were microfilmed in
cooperation with the NY S Newspaper Project and Daughters of the American Revolution.

In the 2001-2002 year, the cataloging section will be expected to provide access to more eectronic
resources, particularly scanned New York State documents. The library isimplementing the change from
Passport to CatM E and CORC. In conjunction with the acquisitions unit, SIRSI Unicorn version 99.4 was
implemented in serids control.

Sgnificant gaff changes were made in the past year and others are expected in the coming year. Liz Lane,
Director since June 1997, has announced her resignation from that position, effective October 12, 2001.
Mary Redmond, Principa Librarian, Public Services, will serve asInterim Director. Elizabeth Duncan was
hiredin November 2000 asPrincipa Librarianfor Collection, Acquisition and Processing. Cathy Sagendorf
was gppointed as Associate Librarian in Government Documents in December 2000 and lan Duckor as
Associate Librarianin Cataloging in March 2001. One Library Technica Assstant wasreassigned in August
2001 and we are anticipating hiring a replacement in the near future.

The Taking Book and Brallle Library (TBBL) has been in the process of designing and implementing anew
materids handling system with Renssdaer Polytechnic Inditute's Center for Advanced Technology. The
Virtua Turnaround System Module and the Bulk Mail Container Unloader were ingtalled and tested. Four



other components are being designed. TBBL serves 39,000 readersin 55 upstate counties.

In February 2001, thelibrary hired aconsultant to assst in the preparation of anew strategic plan which has
just been released to staff. It continues and expands the previous plan from 1998.

The New York State Library ispart of the Office of Cultura Education in the State Education Department.
Other unitsinclude the State Archives, the State Museum and Public Broadcasting Office. In conjunction
withthese other program aress, the library isembarking on adigita initiatives project. Also, in cooperation
withthelibrariesand library sysemsof New Y ork State, thelibrary hasinitiated EmpireLink, apilot project
that provides the people of New Y ork State free access to full-text online, commercia databases through
ther libraries. Currently, EmpireLink includes the Gale Group's Health Reference Center-Academic, the
Carl Corporation'sDial og@CARL-Basic Collection and the EBSCO databases, Masterfile Select, Primary
Search and TopicSearch. There are plansto further expand the project.

Government Printing Office

The Catdoging Branch of the Library Programs Service, United States Government Printing Office
identifies, catalogs, and authenticates records for seria publications published by Federa agencies for the
CONSER database. As during the previous year, GPO serid cataogers focused on cataoging Federd
serid publicationspublished viathe Internet. New recordswere created and existing recordswere adapted.
As before, GPO has continued to use CONSER’s single record option to cataog serids made available
inmultipleformats. A number of new online only records have creeted for seridsthat arenow only available
asonline publications.

Thefirg issue of the new Serids Supplement for 2001 wasissued in January 2001. Seridsincluded in the
Serids Supplement were received for cataloging from October 1999 and September 2000. The new
supplement containsrecordsfor Federal seria sand periodicalsissued twiceayear or lessoften. All records
included in the Serids Supplement are CONSER authenticated. Cataogers began preparing the Serials
Supplement for 2002 at the beginning of October 2000 and will complete work at the end of September
2001. New records for the online versons of Federd documents have replaced some of the records for
the paper and microfiche versons. As GPO has moved from distributing tangible documentsto providing
access to online versons, serid catdogers have lent a hand in updating depository digtribution ingructions
for serids.  Serid catadogers continue to be involved in assgning and maintaining PURLs (Persgtent
Uniform Resource Locators) that provide accessto online serids.

Although the number of existing records that GPO authenticated for CONSER thisyear isthe sameaslast
year’ stota, the number of new records created for CONSER decreased. The number of new CONSER
records created this year totaled 256 as compared with last year'stotal of 315. Intermsof percentage, this
represents a 19 percent decrease in the number of new records. Thetotal number of OCL C seria records
updated by GPO decreased from 2643 last year to 2618 this year. This decrease in production is
atributable to a decrease in staff. In May 2001, Ms. Jennifer K. Davis, transferred to Library of
Congresses Seria Record Divison. Jennifer began working at GPO in May 1998. In July 2001, Ms.
Esther Simpson, transferred to Library of Congresses Serid Record Divison. Esther began working at



GPO in Sept. 1999. Later in July 2001, another serids catal oger has given up many of hisseridscataloging
duties to take over the NACO responsbilities previoudy performed of Mr. Dennis Dearnbarger, who
transferred to the Library of Congressin July. We are presently recruiting serids catadogers for multiple
vacancies.

Univergity of California, Los Angeles

General news UCLA ganed a new YRL Catdoging Department Head. John Riemer (formerly the
CONSER representative from University of Georgia) began working here in December 2001.

Satistics: Between October 2000 and August 2001, UCLA contributed to CONSER 242 original records
and authenticated another 203 records. UCLA completed subsequent authentication of 6 records and
maintenance of 727 authenticated records. These figures represent avery dight increase from 1999/2000.

More CONSER catalogers. November13-17, 2000, Ron Watson completed a site visit to University of
Oregon, to work with Mary Grenci on CONSER cataloging. During winter and spring of 2001, Ron aso
worked locally to expand the number of UCLA CONSER catalogers. In February 2001, he introduced
Cardline Miller, aHebraicalY iddish cata oger, to thejoys of CONSER; and later in April, he began to work
with Janet Carter a the UCLA Biomedica Library.

SCCTP training: Rhonda Lawrence and Vaerie Bross continued to contribute time this year to SCCTP
training, giving two workshops, one Mar. 21-22 (at UCLA) and one June 11-12 (in Monrovia). The
workshops were co-sponsored by OCLC.

Other: Vderie Bross served as co-chair (with John Wright) on a PCC Task Group on Integrating
Resources. The group completed an interim report in April and is working on afind report for October.
Vderie has dso been working with Becky Culbertson (UCSD) on a proposal to test an OCL C-hosted
PURL server for freely-available e-resources.

University of Chicago Library

The Univergty of Chicago Library was accepted as afull CONSER member in February 2001. Renette
Davis went to the Library of Congress for aweek of training with Hoda Fateen in April, and in May she
returned to L C for the CONSER Operations meeting. We developed a plan for phasing in the
catalogers and copy catalogers of the Serids and Digita Resources Catdoging Section aswell asthe
serids catalogersin the Law Library. At this point 3 serias catalogers and 1 sevids copy cataloger are
creating CONSER records. So far we have contributed or updated 36 records.

We have dso worked out a procedure for monographic catal ogers with language expertise to contribute
CONSER records. The monographic cataloger creates arecord in OCLC's savefile, and then it goesto
Renette, who checks the record and upgrades it to CONSER. Once the record has been approved by
our reviser a LC, the materia is processed as regular serias copy cataloging. Renette plansto provide



some forma serids catdoging training to the monographic catal ogers so that they can participate more
fully in the CONSER program.

We have volunteered to be part of the CONSER PURL PFilot Project. This project will include records
for fredy available resources which are chosen for norma cataloging by selectors of the participating
ingitutions. The project will use OCLC's PURL server, and dl participants will have accessto make
changes on the PURL server. The details haven't been worked out yet, but the purpose of the project is
to see whether something like this can be done cooperatively so we don't al have to change our catalog
records and web pages when a URL changes.

Univerdty of Florida

2000/2001 was a chdlenging year for us on many fronts. Asthe United States Agricultural Information
Network (USAIN) grant project came to a close, we were able to contribute a number of new and
upgraded serid records to the CONSER database. Some of this work was accomplished through the
hiring of an excellent temporary staff member.

Staff challenges were amgor fegture of the year. Naomi Y oung, Serials Cataloging head, was out for
three months of medica leave near the beginning of the year; two long-term staff membersleft during the
summer. At the close of the year, only one of these two vacant positions could be filled, athough the
prospects for the future are hopeful.

Naomi Y oung attended the CONSER/BIBCO Operations Committee Meeting in May, and moderated
one of three breakout sessions on dectronic serids.

There were no other specia projects here as such, but we did find a sharp increase in the number of
electronic serid records we were able to enhance. (Although our library primarily uses asingle-record
gpproach, we acquired a number of eectronic-only titles through consortia database purchases.) We
were again able to meet our contribution goa for the caendar year before the end of summer.

UF formaly withdrew from the patterns project near the beginning of the year, but has contributed and
adjusted some patterns as part of other maintenance work. We are hopeful that our migration to a new
Library Management System, and its attendant changes in workflow, will give us more opportunities to
contribute in this area.

University of Georgia

The University of Georgia contributed newly-authenticated records to the CONSER database, as well
as performing maintenance of exigting records. Our main focus is English-

language print materia. The coming year will see much more of afocus on eectronic serids. Our virtud
backlog is quickly growing, and needs to be reduced. Currently we are



adding a URL to the print record whenever we hold the title in both formats. We have gpproximately
3000 such records in our OPAC, and many more to be done. But there are so many dectronic titles
which will need separate records.

This year we began to participate in holdings-related CONSER activities. In November 2000, the
University of Georgia hosted the beta test for the SCCTP Basic Holdings

workshop. People from the state of Georgia and beyond came to Athens for this one-day workshop.
This gave us both the opportunity to contribute to SCCTP and adso some

good training in the MARC format for Holdings. In February 2001 we began to contribute publication
patterns for the Experiment. To date the University of Georgia has contributed 728 new patterns, 62
subsequent patterns, and modified 298 patterns. Participation in this project is dso beginning to generate
some CONSER maintenance gatigtics. Our staff member who isin charge of holdings

contributes the bulk of our patterns. Late in the summer she began training to edit the frequency in a
bibliographic record when she comes across them while editing the pattern.

Beth Jedlicka taught two SCCTP Basic Serids Cata oging workshops in 2000/2001.
University of Maryland

Jeanne Baker isamember of the PCC's Standing Committee on Automation and its 2nd Task Group on
Journals in Aggregator Databases. Sheis aso anew member of the CONSER Publication Pettern
Initiative. Jeanne participated in the Patterns Workshop at the 2001 annual American Library
Association Conference where she led a discussion of publication pattern workflow. The University of
Maryland held one of the first SCCTP MARC Holdings Workshops, having two separate sessons
training atota of 40 saff members of the Universty System. Jeanne continues as atrainer in the Serids
Cooperative Cataloging Training Program. Jeanne and Hien Nguyen (Nationd Library of Medicine) on
May 15 taught an abbreviated version of the Basic Serias Cataloging Course emphasizing seria copy
cataoging. Jeanneis participating as areviewer of the text for the SCCTP s new Advanced Serids
Cataloging Workshop. Beth Guay participated as a member of the PCC Task Force on Multiple
Manifestations of Electronic Resources (Aug. 2000-April 2001).

Univergity of Michigan

After battling an extended illness, Serids Catdoging Unit Co-Team Leader Joan Butler passed away in
late September 2000. In Jan. 2001, Thomas Champagne was appointed Head, Serids Cataloging Unit.

The mgor Serids Cataoging Unit accomplishment during the year continues to be the focused effort to
catalog gourna packages and aggregator services. As of the last count for FY 2000/2001, Serids
Cataloging Unit gaff had cataloged over 9,730 dectronic journals or online versons of print journas.

The University Library began a process in the spring of 2001 to explore the possibility of migrating to a
new library management system, replacing the 11 (acquisitions) and NOTIS (catdoging, circulation,



OPAC, etc.) systemswe are currently using. In preparation for our eventua migration,
Acquisitions/Serias Divison staff identified a number of database clean-up projects for both the 111 and
NOTIS databases.

University of Oregon

The Univergity of Oregon was an enhance library coming into thisfiscd year. By October 2000, we
were being mentored for full membership by Ron Watson, University of CdifornialLos Angeles. We
worked closdy with Ron for alittle over seven months before being given independent satus at the
2001 Operations Meeting last May. Like our previous work with Krigtin Lindlan, University of
Washington (our enhance mentor), the time we spent working with Ron was an excellent and enjoyable
learning experience. We bdieve that CONSER's system of providing persona mentors gives
comprehendve training much more quickly than any other sygem. Thisis

particularly true for smaler serias catd oging operations such as the one here at UO.

Our CONSER gatigtics for the past year tota 192 authentications (including 90 original records and
102 upgrades), 12 upgrades from CONSER minimd leve to full level, and 132 CONSER maintenance
transactions. We have experimented with use of the core leve record and have recently begun
authenticating CXK records. Our CONSER work comes dmost entirely from new catal oging, changes
that require a new record, and routine maintenance transactions. The Library has greetly expanded our
retrogpective converson activities. Thiswork, while taking up a greeat

ded of time, isnot contributed via CONSER, and we've been pleased a our ability to generate
reasonable CONSER gatistics while at the same time undertaking this long-term project.

Univerdity of Texasat Austin

Asdways, CONSER activity a Texasinvolved Latin American serids dmost exclusvely. Work
continued on the usual assortment of new receipts, newspapers from storage and title or format changes.
A new project this year involves cataloging of microfilm produced in a grant-funded project to film early
20th century newspapers from Mexico. Cataoging of the newspapers themselves has been ongoing for
severd years, while the microfilm cataloging began in May 2001. Approximately 700 titles will be filmed
and cataoged during the 2 years of the project.

University of Washington

Renovation work impacted the University of Washington Libraries and its Serids Cataloging Section
during 2000-2001. Renovation of the Suzzalo Library building for earthquake safety and program
improvements required the Section to move again, this time to a temporary location three miles from
campus at Sand Point, aformer U.S. military base. It has complicated work for serids catalogers, who
often need to go to campusto look at issuesin the stacks, some of us aso have meetings on campus

regulaly.

We began catdoging our foreign newspaper collection. Some of the collection had been cataoged in



the past, but al records are being checked for completeness. We hope to coordinate this work with the
International Coalition of Newspapers (ICON) project. The Center for Research Libraries received a
grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities for the first phase of a project to inventory,
catalog, and preserve foreign newspapers.

The Serias Cataloging Section had afew gtaffing changesthis year. Stephanie Sheppard, a new
librarian, began working January 2001. Steve Ditore, a haf-time copy cataoger, resgned March
2001, and Xiaoli Li, another copy cataloger, resigned in May 2001 to take alibrarian position in the
East AsalLibrary.

We worked on the usud tasks related to cataoging of new seridstitles, title changes, and maintenance
work, and aso serids retrogpective converson. Print, microfilm and eectronic serid titles remained the
foci of our catadoging work and older titles and the Periodicas Collection for retrogpective conversion.

Our CONSER gtatistics for 2000-2001 totaled 3326, with 1387 titles authenticated (up from 1305 in
1999-2000) and 1939 titles maintained (down from 2401 the previous year). We continued to
authenticate a portion of our catalog records as minimal (166 titles) or core leve (180 titles). We dso
maintained 217 non-CONSER recordsin OCLC in relation to our CONSER work.

Many peoplein the Libraries worked on improving access to aggregator databases. Our catalog
records now contain links to eectronic versons of titles available via the Academic Universe and
ProQuest.

Records added to the UW catal og continue to enrich our loca digital registry—a resource that supports
the generation of local, subject-specific web pages.

Steve Shadle and Krigtin Lindlan made contributions to CONSER-related activities. Krigtin continued
to serve asthe UW Libraries representative to the CONSER Operations Committee. She began
working with Meg Mering, University of Nebraska, on writing the SCCTP “Advanced Serids
Cataloging” training manual to be used for the program'’ s two-day workshop and continued working
with Bonnie Parks, Oregon State University, in CONSER Enhance. Krigtin wrote an article: “ Serids
catdoging guiddines and levels of catdoging at the University of Washington Libraries” Serids Review,
v. 27, n0 2 (2001), p. 9-13.

Steve Shadle and Nancy Yu (Library of Congress) trained serids catalogers a the Hong Kong
University of Science and Technology, Dec. 4-8, 2000, and serves as reviser for their eectronic journa
tittes. Asatrainer in the Serials Cooperative Catdoging Training Program (SCCTP), he gave atwo-day
workshop, “Basic Serias Cataoging,” for OCLC/WLN Sept. 7-8, 2000, in Seettle and the same
workshop again for OCLC Western May 10-11, 2001, in Boise, Idaho, both with Bonnie Parks. Steve
aso served on the SCCTP Advisory Group and began working with Les Hawkins, Library of

Congress, on writing the manua to be used for its one-day workshop on “Electronic Serids Cataoging.”
He continued to serve on the CONSER Electronic Serias Expert Group. Steve aso wrote an article:
“The core seridsrecord: where it can savetime,” Serids Review, v. 27, no. 2 (2001), p. 14-21.
